
Important Schedule for Public Kindergartens and Non-Profit 

Kindergartens Enrollment in New Taipei City for 2022 Academic Year  

 Eligibility for Registration 

Age 

◎  Preschoolers from the age of 3 to 6 (Born from September 2nd, 2016 to 

September 1st, 2019) 

◎ Preschoolers over the age of 2 but under the age of 3  (Born from September 

2nd, 2019 to September 1st, 2020) 

Eligibility 

Preschoolers whose households are set up in New Taipei City, preschoolers whose 

households are temporarily set up in New Taipei City, Non-R.O.C. preschoolers 

who currently live in New Taipei City, and ethnic Chinese preschoolers  

 Registration 

Registration is only available online. Please visit the website: http://kid123.ntpc.edu.tw 

Registration instructions: 

       The registration website (http://kid123.ntpc.edu.tw) is connected to the systems of the city’s social 
welfare and civil affairs databases. After parents sign up for registration, the identity and the eligibility of the 
preschoolers will be checked. The registration is not complete until the systems confirm the identity and 
eligibility. For applicants who cannot be fully confirmed by the systems, parents or legal guardians of the 
preschoolers are required to send further documents to the kindergarten to complete registration.   

 For applicants who can be confirmed by the systems: The enrollment system is linked to the systems of 
the city’s social welfare and civil affairs databases. The registration is not complete until both the identity 
and the eligibility of the preschoolers are confirmed.  

 For applicants who cannot be fully confirmed by the systems: Parents or legal guardians of the 
preschoolers are required to send further documents to the kindergarten before the required time. The 
enrollment registration is not complete until the identity and the eligibility of the preschoolers are 
confirmed.

Preschoolers whose either 

parent is an official staff at the 

school or at the affiliated 

kindergarten 

An employment certificate 
that shows either parent is 
an official staff at the 
school. The parent is 
required to stay employed 
at the school on August 1st, 
2022.

Preschoolers whose 

household registrations have 

been set up for at least two 

years (starting from July 31st, 

2020) in the districts 

confirmed by the city as 

remote areas with inadequate 

public transportation where 

the affiliated kindergartens of 

schools are located 

Both moving-out and 
moving registrations should 
be noted on the household 
certificate. 

Registration is only available via mail.

Preschoolers whose elder 

sisters or brothers are still the 

students of the kindergarten 

in the new academic year 

Household certificate 
should be provided. If the 
preschooler’s siblings’ 
registrations are different, 
all household certificates 
should be provided.  

Registration is only available via mail. 

 

Preschoolers whose 

household registrations are 

set up or temporarily set up in 

the administrative division of 

New Taipei City  

Household certificate is 
required.

It is required to register 

via mail for preschoolers 

whose household 

registrations are 

temporarily set up in the 

administrative division.

Passport and residence 
certificate   

Registration is available after June 14th, 

2022.  

※ Important Reminders: 

1. The enrollment registration deadline is on May 27th, 2022.  For applicants who can neither set up household 

registrations in New Taipei City nor deliver related documentary proof before the deadline are required to 

register via mail for identity confirmation.   

2. A signature is required from either parent or legal guardian of the preschoolers on the blank space of the 

required documents mentioned above.

All 

required documents should be sent to the kindergarten via email, fax, 

or mail before the deadline. 

Date of Drawing Lots Starting from 3 p.m. Saturday, June 11th, 2022 

Dates for Admitted 

Students  

Starting from Saturday, June 11th, 2022 (after drawing lots) to 4 p.m. 

Monday, June 13th, 2022 

It is required to compete registration only online.

 Public kindergartens: It is required to complete registration only 

withing required time. The waiting list is valid until 4 p.m. Friday, 

March 3rd, 2023.  

First 

Semester 

Sarting from 8 a.m. Tuesday, June 14th, 2022 to 4 p.m. Friday, 
September 30th, 2022  

Second  

Semester 

Starting from 8 a.m. Monday, January 9th, 2023 to 4 p.m. 
Friday, March 3rd, 2023 

 The notification dates for the public kindergartens and non-profit 

kindergartens in the remote areas in New Taipei City is unrestricted 

by the required time mentioned above. The waiting list is valid before 

the last day of direct admission for the city’s remote public 

kindergartens and non-profit kindergartens in the academic year of 

2023.  



Note 

1. Online registration: Please visit http://kid123.ntpc.edu.tw. For 

applicants who need to register by mail, please send required 

documents via email, fax, or mail to the kindergarten or non-profit 

kindergarten to complete registration. If the municipal kindergartens 

and their branch classes have joint enrollment registration, applicants 

should send their documents to the required email, fax, or address.   

2. Registration completion: 

(1) Please complete registration online. (http://kid123.ntpc.edu.tw) 

(2) For more information, please check on the announcement of the 

kindergarten you apply.  

3. One preschooler is only allowed to be registered in one kindergarten. 

After the completion of registration for admitted students, parents 

are not restricted by the rules mentioned above and can register 

their children online for different waiting lists if there are still 

vacancies at different kindergartens.
